The 2008 Fullerton Youth Rugby International Tournament will be 
held on Saturday, March 22, and Sunday, March 23, 2008.  The 
tournament will be played in Fullerton, California, USA. 
 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
The 2008 Fullerton Youth Rugby Tournament is open to Boys and Girls High school 
rugby teams.  All players have to be eighteen (18) years or younger on September 1, 
2007 AND be enrolled in High School or equivalent.  All players have to be in good 
standing in their local unions.  The invitational Tournament has been approved by the 
Southern California Rugby Football Union and the Southern California Rugby Referees 
Society.  
 
 
LOCATION 
The city of Fullerton, home of Fullerton Youth Rugby Foundation, is located in Orange 
County, just south of Los Angeles, in California.  The city is about 45 minutes drive from 
Los Angeles International Airport (LAX), and about 35 minutes drive from John Wayne 
Airport (SNA).

AIRPORT TRANSPORTATION

Several local high school teams would like to invite visiting teams to play friendly games 
during the week following the tournament.  If needed, Fullerton Youth Rugby Foundation 
will provide you with contact information. 
 
 
EACH TEAM IS PERMITTED TO FIELD A MAXIMUM NUMBER OF 26 
PLAYERS FOR THE TOURNAMENT. 
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IF YOUR TEAM WOULD LIKE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE TOURNAMENT… 
 

1. Mail the attached registration form with a check for $300.  If a Boys and Girls 
team is registering from the same club, the registration is $250 for the girls team.  
It is recommended that the registration form along with the registration fee are 
sent in as soon as possible, as only the first twenty four teams registering will 
be able to participate.  Once sixteen Boys team registration forms and eight 
Girls team registration forms have been received, no more entries will be 
accepted. 
 
After the completed registration form and payment has been accepted, The 
Treasurer of Fullerton Youth Rugby Foundation will contact you via e-mail.  This 
receipt confirms that your registration has been accepted, and a place has been 
reserved for you in the tournament. 
 
If, your registration and check arrive after twenty four entries have been received, 
your check will be mailed back to you.  The registration fee is non-refundable 
after January 5, 2008.  If a refund is requested prior to January 5, 2008, an 
administration fee of $50 will be retained by the tournament organizers. 

 
2. Make all hotel reservations and travel arrangements through your travel agent. 
 
3. In January 2008, you will be mailed an official set of rules of the tournament, a 

tournament waiver to be signed, and more information regarding the tournament.  
You will also be notified on which pitch your games will be played. 

 
4. During the second week of February, the draw will take place in Fullerton, in the 

presence of officials from Southern California Youth Rugby and the Southern 
California Rugby Referees Society.  All teams will be notified the results of the 
draw and the schedule. 

 
5. All team rosters, signed waivers, and proof of age are due before February 10, 

2008.
